the storage unit. For purposes of determiningigefit curb area: the installation of a
storage locker shall not cause a vehicle in th&ipgrarea to extend beyond the pillars
and all storage lockers must be backed up againsherete wall. All owners/residents
intending to purchase and install such a lockénéngarage must contact the management
office first; to be sure the space available wilt@mmodate the storage unit.

Each owner shall maintain and keep his/her stolagjeer clean and in good repair. All
storage lockers must have a unit identification benvisibly marked on the exterior of
the locker and a spare key for the locker mustdpe i the management office.

THE VILLAGE OF OAK BROOK FIRE CODE PROHIBITS THE SIRAGE OF
FLAMMABLES IN THESE LOCKERS. All lockers are sulgjeto random inspection by
management and/or local fire officials, and anylation of the flammable storage rule
will cause the owner to be subject to a fine oraeah of the storage unit.

Each owner understands he/she assumes all risksaatgl inherent with installing and
keeping a storage locker in their parking area dacoedance with these rules and
regulations. The owner of the storage locker agreeindemnify, defend and hold
harmless The Oak Brook Club West, its directorsmivers and employees from and
against any and all liability, claim, loss, damagest or expense arising out of the
placement and use of a storage unit and its cantectuding the theft of the locker
and/or its content.
