morning newspaper,  whether it be The Chicago 

Tribune, Sun Times, Wall Street Journal, or NY 
Times?  No dressing to go to the lobby, no bad 

weather, just you in your robe gearing up for the 

day.   
 

For 10 years, Nancy Bos has responsibly given us 

this reliable gift.   She drives to her pick -up station in 
Westmont at 3 a.m. to be ready to work.  There 

she waits for trucks to come from downtown 
Chicago with the papers.  Because of a breakdown 

of the presses or for the completion of a news story 

among other reasons, delays happen that can cause 
her wait to be up to 1Þ hours at times.  

 
Once the papers arrive, Nancy and other carriers 

stuff inserts into each paper on their routes.  After 

the trip to Oak Brook Club, our gate security each 
day gives her the keys to the buildings.  Parking her 

car in the garage, Nancy pulls out her cart for the 
newspapers and begins the walk through the 

building. Then she repeats the process 5 more 

times. By Nancy³s count after walking the 6 
buildings, she³s covered 8 or 9 miles depending on 

the number of papers to be delivered that day.  Rain, 
sleet, snow, shine or floods, 7 days a week, 52 

weeks a year, Nancy does her job.  Building keys are
